Currency Participants are advised that the currency used in Fiji is the 
Fijian dollar.   

Generally, cash is used for every day purchases.  Most major 
international credit cards are widely accepted at the larger 
retail establishments.  Cashing of travelers’ checks and foreign 
currency exchange can be carried out at most hotels, banks, 
and foreign currency exchange services for most major 
international currencies.  Automatic Teller Machines (ATM) are 
also widely available. 
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Time Greenwich Mean Time +12 hours. 

Power Supply The Fiji power supply operates at 220 volts.  

Transport There is frequent bus and taxi service available in Nadi. 

Metered taxi fares are relatively inexpensive: FJ$ 15.00 – FJ$ 

20.00 between Novotel and Nadi Town. A slightly higher rate 

applies for evening runs. Drive-yourself cars may also be 

arranged – information brochures available from Hotel 

reception.
