It is commonly assumed that there is a lack of disability data, and people
attribute lack of data as the reason for failings in planning for the inclusion of
people with disabilities within their programming.

It is an incorrect assumption that there is a lack of disability data.

Disability, however, is a complex phenomenon, with definitions of disability
varying across contexts, as well as variations in methodologies that are employed
to measure it. Therefore, the body of disability data that does exist is not
comprehensive, is often of low quality, and is lacking in comparability
